Now faculty members at Berklee College of Music and acclaimed worldwide clinicians and
performers, Bellotti and D’Agostino continue to perform worldwide with Spajazzy as well as
sidemen with names such as Bob James, Robben Ford ,Nathan East among others. Spajazzy
